A Ghost Story (March 2017)

This is a singular exploration of legacy, loss, and the essential human longing for meaning and connection. Recently deceased, a white-sheeted ghost returns to his suburban home to console his bereft wife, only to find that in his spectral state he has become unstuck in time, forced to watch passively as the life he knew and the woman he loves slowly slip away. Increasingly unmoored, the ghost embarks on a cosmic journey through memory and history, confronting life's ineffable questions and the enormity of existence. 

All Saints (Aug. 2017)

The Christian film is based on the inspiring real-life story of salesman-turned-pastor Michael Spurlock, who's hired to close down the increasingly insolvent All Saints Episcopal Church in Smyrna, Tenn. However, he goes against his orders when he gets a crop of new parishioners — Karen refugees from Burma — and they begin to farm on the church's fertile land to pay bills, feed those who need it and bring the community together.

Ferdinand the Bull (Dec. 15, 2017)

The Shack (2017 Movie)

Based on the New York Times best-selling novel, The Shack takes us on a father’s uplifting spiritual journey. Facing a crisis of faith, he receives a mysterious letter urging him to an abandoned shack deep in the Oregon wilderness. The Way (2011)

From the hardship experienced along "The Way" this unlikely quartet of misfits create an everlasting bond and Tom begins to learn what it means to be a citizen of the world again, and discovers the difference between "The life we live and the life we choose".
